picnics that start with a “p.”

VISUAL CLUE

SAY:

“What would you expect to see if you see a pictureof __ ?”
“Can you find the word that matches the picture?”

“Frame the word that matches the picture.”
MEANING CLUE

SAY:

“Look at the picture.”

“What word would make sense here?”
“You said, ' ." Does that word make sense here?”

“Skip it and go on...What word would make sense there?”
